According to the information provided by your office for the above referenced local project, no written consistency analysis is required for a determination of compliance with the Matanuska-Susitna Borough Coastal Management Plan (MSBCMP). 

In accordance with the MSBCMP (September 1987), Chapters 4 and 6, and Amendment #2 dated March 31, 1988, this project is found to be consistent for the following reasons: 

1. The project is found to be in compliance with all rules applicable to special land use districts or geographic areas significantly affected by the proposed action. 

2. The project is consistent with all rules applicable to the affected uses, activities, habitats and resources. 

3. The project is consistent with the management plan for any AMSA which it will significantly affect. 

4. All development must comply with the requirements of MSB Title 17 Zoning. 

The subject property is located on Flood Insurance Rate Map 9740D and designated as Zone A. A portion ofthis property is located in a federally-designated Flood Hazard Area. In accordance with MSB 17.29.100 Development Permit required, a permit is required before any development begins in Zone A. 17.29.040 defines development as "any man-made change to improved or unimproved real estate, including but not limited to buildings or other structures, mining, dredging, filling, grading, paving, excavation, or drilling operations located within the area of special flood hazard."
